INTRODUCTION
· Angelic beings play a role in our quest to see God’s glory
· We, like Isaiah, need a cleansing to stay close to God and we need to be willing to be used

	Passage
	Comments

	6:1-4
	· Seraphims – 6 wings, 1 Face [4 Seraphims on record]
· Saraph ~ fiery serpent or seraphim – 7x in OT
· Duties: Led Praises before God – stationed above His throne
· Satan, Heaven’s original choir leader, was considered a Seraphim. Recall his serpent-like attributes in the Garden of Eden

· In comparison, Gabriel – who stands in the presence of God was called “the man” (Dan 9:21) or an Angel (Lk 1:19); and Michael was called the chief prince (Dan 12:1) or the Archangel (Jude 1:9)
· Cherubims (Living Creatures)– 4 wings, 4 Faces (man, lion, ox/calf, eagle)
Ez 1:10; 10:14; Rev 4:7
· 2 reside on top of the Ark of Covenant

· 2 stand within the inner Temple (holy-of-holies) with their wings touching

	6:5-7
	· Isaiah is unclean and has seen the Lord of Hosts
· Even the Seraphim had to cover their faces before God’s brilliance

· The hot coal on the lips seem to be similar to washing the feet of the disciples – the whole body didn’t need cleansing – but a cleansing of the attitude to restore fellowship with God

· Why the lips? Why not a searing iron to the ears or hot iron to the head, feet, hands, chest/heart?

	6:8
	· Isaiah is now ready to do the Lord’s work – AND HE IS WILLING

	6:9-10
	· Hearts-ears-eyes-eyes-ears-hearts (a-b-c/c-b-a) inversion is called a “chiastic” arrangement

· Jesus quotes this passage to confirm how most had hardened their hearts, ears, and eyes to the point where God also hardened them
· Who hardens who’s heart first? Man or God?

· Remember Is 5:4 where God ask “what more was there to do for My (people)”
· God made it possible for people to believe, but they refused to believe – so God then seals their hearts, ears, and eyes from further seeing the truth

	6:11-12
	· Isaiah asks God – How long will this blindness continue?
· And God responds “until cities are devastated and uninhabited” – but He keeps a remnant to carry on
· Just like Noah’s flood and Sodom/Gomorah – total annihilation is often used to get people back on track

· We will see this again in Revelations when ½ the world’s population is annihilated before God’s glory is revealed

SUPPORTING PASSAGES

· Nu 21:6  And the LORD sent fiery <08314> serpents among the people, and they bit the people; and much people of Israel died.

· Nu 21:8  And the LORD said unto Moses, Make thee a fiery serpent <08314>, and set it upon a pole: and it shall come to pass, that every one that is bitten, when he looketh upon it, shall live.

· De 8:15  Who led thee through that great and terrible wilderness, wherein were fiery <08314> serpents, and scorpions, and drought, where there was no water; who brought thee forth water out of the rock of flint;

· Isa 6:2  Above it stood the seraphims <08314>: each one had six wings; with twain he covered his face, and with twain he covered his feet, and with twain he did fly.

· Isa 6:6  Then flew one of the seraphims <08314> unto me, having a live coal in his hand, which he had taken with the tongs from off the altar:

· Isa 14:29  Rejoice not thou, whole Palestina, because the rod of him that smote thee is broken: for out of the serpent’s root shall come forth a cockatrice, and his fruit shall be a fiery <08314> flying serpent <08314>.
· Isa 30:6  The burden of the beasts of the south: into the land of trouble and anguish, from whence come the young and old lion, the viper and fiery <08314> flying serpent <08314>, they will carry their riches upon the shoulders of young asses, and their treasures upon the bunches of camels, to a people that shall not profit them.
· Each one had six wings; as Ezekiel’s living creatures, #Eze 1:4,11,23 and John’s four beasts, #Re 4:8:
