Passage Comments 

12:18-27 

Who’s wife will she be? 

 The Jews missed some basic elements of their 

faith 

 They should have known better, especially that 

God’s saints are ALIVE after their bodies die 

 They also missed the concept that Heaven will 

be SEXLESS (we are neither male nor female) 

 …and that people rise from the dead, not some 

time in the future, but at the moment of death 

12:28-34  The greatest commandment 

12:35-37  How is Christ David’s son? 

12:38-40  Hypocrisy 

12:41-44 

Widow w/ 2 mites 

 This story destroys Prosperity Preaching where 

tithing & obeying automatically guarantees 

health, wealth and wisdom ............. Hab 3:17,18 

 This woman’s faith was like Job’s (Job 13:15) 

– “Though He were to slay me, yet I will trust 

Him” 

 This passage also shows God is a God of 

percentages. Not even Bill Gates ever gave like 

this woman gave – 100% 

 

CONCLUDING REMARKS 

 Always consider the consequences of our actions (words, 

thoughts and doings) 

 Never be afraid to pray big things for God – but realize we 

must be aligned with God’s will for mountains to be moved

Hab 3:17,18 Though the fig tree does not bud and there are no 

grapes on the vines, though the olive crop fails and the 

fields produce no food, though there are no sheep in the 

pen and no cattle in the stalls, yet I will rejoice in the 

LORD, I will be joyful in God my Savior.
