· Israel/Judah was getting hit with a 1-2 punch with Isaiah and Micah

	Comments

	1:1-4
	· God will come down from His place to tread on earth
- Where is God’s place?

	1:5-6
	· Samaria, the capital of the Northern Kingdom is the cause of Jacob/Israel’s downfall
- makes us wonder if DC is the catalyst of ruin for our nation

	1:7
	· Harlot wages will go to another harlot

	1:8-12
	· Micah might have walked barefoot and naked like Isaiah (Isaiah 20:2) to powerfully illustrate Israel’s pending doom
· v9 – Her wound is incurable
- reminiscent of 1John 5:16 – Sin unto Death

	1:13-15
	· Lachish – another big city of sin
- when you think of cities like New York, Chicago, LA, Tokyo – one thinks of all the headaches of a big city (crime, homelessness, fear)

	1:16
	· Baldness equates to rightful morning

	2:1-5
	· Woe to those who scheme
- Directed primarily against wealthy landowners
- Injustice against the poor is one of God’s pet peeves 

	2:6-7
	· God’s answer against false prophets 
- His words do good to those who walk righteously

	2:8-9
	· The rich seem to get richer by robbing from the poor and weak
cf Psalm 73:12

	2:10
	· Possible direction to leave a sinful place
- Flee when persecuted?
Mt 10:23  

	2:11
	· I will speak to you of wine and beer
- in other words, I will speak to you of prosperity

	2:12
	· God will always have His remnant
- Remember, all of Israel were Jews, but not all of Israel are saved

	2:13
	· The “breaker” is presumably Jesus Christ
- He breaks the seals in Rev 5

· Take hope in God’s word – it is good to those who are upright
