INTRODUCTION
· Today, we look at James 2 and Romans 12 to tie in on how we Celebrate our faith through Worship
· Christianity is meant to be a disciplined life (in words, thoughts and actions)

· We must control both our bodies and our minds so that we can hear those infamous words from our Lord: “Well done thou good and faithful servant”

· Paul even said he beat his body into subjection (1Cor 9:27)

WORSHIP GOD IN SPIRIT AND TRUTH 
John 4:24
· God is a spirit (i.e., a Spiritual Being), therefore, we cannot truly worship Him in the flesh (i.e., senses)

· We must be perfect as He is perfect (Mt 5:48)

· In spirit” = being in a right relationship w/ God

· In truth = objective facts ~ sound doctrine

· We also worship through day-to-day service

· Formal Styles of Worship:

· JC did not leave us a blue print of a church service

· Liturgical (Catholic, Lutheran, Episc.)

· Evangelical (Baptists, Meth., Presby.)

· Most churches in Revelations were condemned for accommodating sin and not for any particular practice
· Hard Elements of Worship (What elements)

· Singing (Ps 95:1-2; 1 Cor 14:26; Eph 5:19-21; 1Chron 15:16; Ps 33:3)

· Giving (1 Cor 16:2) 
· Teaching [incl. S/S] (Acts 20:7; 1 Cor 14:26)

· Reading, Exhortation & Doctrine [1 Tim 4:13]

· Encouragement & Fellowship (1Cor14:26; Heb10:25)

· Prayer, Thanksgiving & Praise

· Evangelical (1 Cor 14:23-25)

· Traditions:  Baptism & Communion, Weddings and Funerals
· Soft Elements of Worship

· Who are we worshiping? GOD

· Why?  God deserves it, and it’s for our benefit (Eph 1:15-20).  It gives us a right perspective on things.

· When?  Formally, 1st day of the week, but freedom exist. Informally, 7 days a week ( Living Sacrifice
· Where & How? Again, freedom & liberty exist.

	Comments

	Jms 2:14-20
	Faith without works is dead (3x – 2:17, 20, 26)
· Christianity does not have a works-based salvation/justification (Gal 2:16) process, but it does have a works-based sanctification process

· v19 – Why compare what devils believe to what we believe? “…the devils also believe (in one God) and tremble”
· Answer: To show that saving faith is not head knowledge but Head and Heart knowledge (we believe and we act on that belief)

	2:24
	· How should we reconcile “a man is justified by works and not faith alone” with Gal 2:16 – “a man is NOT justified by works of the law…” and Eph 2:8, 9 we are saved by grace not by works?
· Answer: Gal 2 & Eph 2 deal with pre-salvation qualification (unearned) and James 2 deals with post-salvation by-products (works) 

	Rom 12:1
	We are to be LIVING SACRIFICES
· This involves thoughtful and willing works of service and not idleness

	Rom 12:2
	Be transformed by renewing our minds to discern God’s will for our lives

· Again, thoughtful process here to willingly change things ( starting with our mind
